unbundling interoperability between platform and applications),
IBM (bundling/tying of mainframe and applications/

interoperability).

e EU/US co-ordinating.




Current anti-trust cases: Apple
Iphone platform.

e Apple: early 2010 changed its development agreement to
prevent 3rd party ad agencies from collecting critical
usage data from Iphone apps.

e (Google complained: allows Apple to cement lead in apps
and 3rd parties less able to write for both Iphone and
other systems. Sept gth/toth Apple capitulates.

e Steve Jobs “curated platform”. New gateway guidelines: “7f
the app does not do something useful or provide some form of
lasting entertainment” it may be rejected. ?“I beer?”
